1. Definitions 


 


(a) �Associated Company� means any company which 


is for the time being and/or from time to time a 


subsidiary or may be a holding company of a 


party or a subsidiary of any such holding 


company. 


 


(b) �Effective Date� means the date of this 


Agreement, being the date of its signature by 


both parties. 


 


(c) �Contractor� means any person who is paid 


directly or indirectly by either party to assist in 


the Project. 


  


(d) �Purpose� shall mean any discussions and 


exchange of other written and non-written 


information between the parties concerning or in 


connection with the Project. 


 


(e) �Confidential Information� shall mean the terms of 


the collaboration discussions and also product, 


business, marketing, strategic, technical, or other 


information relating to customers or suppliers, or

(iv) the Recipient obtains or has available 


from a source other than the other 


party without breach by the Recipient or 


such source of any obligation of 


confidentiality or non-use towards the 


disclosing party; or 


 


(v) is hereafter furnished to the Recipient 


by a third party without restriction on 


disclosure or use; or 


 


(vi) is disclosed by the Recipient with the 


prior written approval of the disclosing 


party in accordance with the terms of 


such written approval. 


 


2. Termination 


 


The term of this Agreement is two years from the 


Effective Date.  Either party may terminate this 


Agreement at any time during the term by notice 


in writing to the other party.

(b) Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Recipient shall 


be entitled to make any disclosure of the 


Confidential Information required by law, 


regulation or on behalf of any competent 


regulatory authority or by a court of competent 


jurisdiction provided that (if legally possible to do 


so) it gives the disclosing party not less than two 


business days� prior notice in writing of such 


proposed disclosure. 


 


(c) The Recipient acknowledges that Confidential 


Information is disclosed on an �as is� basis.  In no 


event shall the disclosing party be liable for the 


accuracy or completeness of any Confidential 


Information.  The disclosing party gives no 


warranties, whether express or implied including 


any implied warranties of satisfactory quality and 


fitness for a particular purpose with respect to the 


Confidential Information.

All rights in the Confidential Information are 


reserved by the disclosing party and no rights or 


obligations other than those expressly contained 


in this Agreement are granted or to be implied. In 


particular, no licence is granted directly or 


indirectly under any invention, discovery, patent, 


copyright or other industrial property right now or 


in the future held, made, obtained or licensable by 


either party.   
 


6. Business Autonomy  


 


Nothing in this Agreement or its operation shall 


constitute an obligation on either party to enter 


into any business relationship or shall preclude, 


impair or restrict either party from continuing to 


engage in its business 


 


 


7. Waiver 


 


Any failure to exercise any right or remedy 


available to a party does not limit that party�s 


rights to exercise that or any other right or 


remedy.  Any waiver or variation of the terms of 


this Agreement must be in writing and signed by 


both parties.  


 


8. Remedies 


 


Each party acknowledges that remedies at law 


may be inadequate to protect the other against, 


and that damages would not be adequate 


compensation for, a breach of this Agreement.  In 


the event of a breach of this Agreement by a 


party, that party hereby in advance agrees and 


consents to the granting of an injunction (whether 


interlocutory or otherwise) against it to prevent 


disclosure or use by it of the other party's 


Confidential Information. 
 


9. Severability 


 


If any provision in this Agreement shall be held to 


be illegal, invalid or unenforceable, in whole or in 


part, under any enactment or rule of law or 


otherwise, such provision (or part) shall to that 


extent be deemed not to form part of this 


Agreement but the legality, validity and 


enforceability of the remainder of this Agreement 


shall not be affected. 


 


10. Entire Agreement, Governing Law and
